· Notes: We base on the phonetic spelling of a word to choose “a” or “an” for it.
- When we pronounce u /ju:/, we use “a”. Ex: a university.
- When h is silent, we use “an”. Ex: an hour.
6. Plural nouns:

·  Grammar:

-  Most nouns add “-s” in the plural.

Ex: stamps, tickets, newspapers,….

      
-  If the noun ends in -s, -ss, -sh, or -ch, add “-es”.

Ex: bus – buses, class – classes , wish – wishes, …

      
- If the noun ends in a consonant + -y, the y changes to “-ies”.

Ex: country – countries, party – parties, … 

      
- But if the noun ends in a vowel + -y, the -y doesn’t change.

Ex: key – keys, day – days, …

      
- Some nouns are irregular. 

Ex: child – children, person – people, woman – women, man – men, …

        Ex : - The student’s book

                - The cat’s legs

· From:
Noun 1 : possessor
’s         : possession

  Noun 2 : human or things is possessed.
Note: “ Whose” is used to ask for possession.

Ex: - Whose mother is she? 


         She is Lan’s mother.

· Rules in Possessive “’s”:
       -  When the possessor is a thing, we usually use the structure “ …of…”.

        Ex:  - The door of the car (not use: The car’s door)

                - The key of house (not:  the house’s number)

       - The possessive case “’s” is used with singular and plural nouns not ending in “s”.

       Ex:  - Mary’s book

               - Children’s key

               - Jim’s father

       - The possessive case of a plural noun ending in “s” is an apostrophe “’” without “s”.

      Ex:   - My friends’ teacher

               - My parents’ dog 

       - With compounds, the last noun takes “’s”.

      Ex:  - Jack and Jim’s mother
